Amendment to Participation Agreement 

The following revisions are made based on the original Participation Agreement (the "Participation Agreement") between __________________________________________ (the "Agency") and the Michigan Coalition Against Homelessness ("MCAH")dated   __________________.

Recitals:
Portions of Section IV of the Participation Agreement are either no long relevant or have proven to be unduly burdensome with regard to the operation of the System, and are not required by HUD Standard or other law.    Additionally, guidelines for creating de-identified data sets for research and planning purposes must be added.  Finally, under the Assurance Page attached to the Participation Agreement, the requirement for a complete set of MSHMIS Policies and Procedures is being dropped.

It is therefore agreed between the parties that the following amendments will be made to the Participation Agreement:

Section IV:   Data Entry and Regular Use of MSHMIS

1. Article 6 is deleted in its entirety.

2. Article 8 is deleted in its entirety.  
3. Article 11 is deleted in its entirety. 
4. Article 18 is amended to read:  The Agency agrees to review at least quarterly its usage of the HMIS and report to the local System Administrator, and, in the case of Balance of State Continuums of Care, the MSHMIS Help Line at 517-485-6536, any concerns with data quality (data is accurate), data completeness (all the clients are entered and data is complete on the required forms), reporting (reports reflect accurately the data entered), system performance (speed), security and/or privacy.

5. Article 20is amended to Read:  Notwithstanding any other provision of this Participation Agreement, the Agency agrees to abide by all policies and procedures relevant to the use of MSHMIS that MCAH publishes from time to time.  Policies and Procedures are posted on the MCAH WEB Site at www.mihomeless.org .  MCAH will notify the Agency of changes.

6. The Assurance page is amended to omit the requirement to have a complete MSHMIS Policy and Procedure Manual on Site.

Article V: Publication of Reports

The following is added:

3.
The Agency acknowledges that MSHDA or MCAH or both will be preparing de-identified research data sets to support research and planning.  

De-identification will involve the masking or removal of all identifying or potential identifying information such as the name, Unique Client ID, SS#, DOB, address, agency name, and agency location.

Geographic analysis will be based on MSHDA Regions to prevent any data pools that are small enough to inadvertently identify a client by other characteristics or combination of characteristics.

Programs used to match and/or remove identifying information will not allow a re-identification process to occur.

CoCs will be provided a description of each Study being implemented.  Agencies may opt out of the Study through a written notice to MCAH.
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
